EMT-Basic Requirement/Patient Care Activity - In addition to the above prerequisites, each applicant must
currently be certified in Indiana as an EMT and have a minimum of 20 documented hours of patient contact in
an ambulance as an EMT-B. Students who do not hold this credential can enroll in EMER-E 201 on the IUPUI
campus. ltis also possible to complete an EMT-B course through one of the many local hospitals or township
fire departments. In either case, students must pass the EMT-Basic credentialing exam prior to entry.
