Inspired by Drive recently launched the Spirit Spica car 
seat. The Spirit Spica is a forward-facing only large medical seat, 
that can accommodate children between 25 and 130 pounds and 
under 66 inches in height. The seat can be ordered in either 12 
inch or 16 in seat depths. It offers a low and wide profile, designed 
specifically for spica casts. The seat features memory foam pad-
ding for extra comfort and a wipe-able cover for easy cleaning. The 
Spirit Spica includes positioning wedges to allow for multiple seat-
ing configurations.
